‘Free Application for Federal Student Aid’ – all families applying for 

financial aid must fill out this form in order to be eligible for federal grants 

and/or loans  

CSS Profile Additional financial aid form that many private colleges require – more specific 

to institutional aid. Sponsored by College Board and families must pay for the 

CSS Profile. 

FAFSA4caster Provide basic financial information and FAFSA4caster will estimate your 

eligibility for federal student aid 

MyinTuition Net Price 
Calculator 

Every US college and university is mandated by law to provide a net price 

calculator on their website so that prospective students and families can enter 

basic financial information to receive a rough estimate of their eligibility for 

financial aid at that college. Fill out a few net price calculators on individual 

school’s financial aid webpages to get a sense of what you might qualify for 

in aid.
